DCDN300: Data Communication & Distributed Networks

This course will provide students with a clear understanding of how networks, from LANSs to the massive and global
Internet, are built and how we can use computers to share information and communicate with one another. Topics
included communication codes, transmission methods, interfacing, error detection, communication protocols,
communications architectures, switching methods, and network types.
